Jinshan Mountain 

 

Zhenjiang is surrounded on three sides by hills and 

mountains. In the southern suburbs, these vertical peaks are 

planted with countless old trees and bamboo groves. Jinshan 

Mountain is a major attraction of Zhenjiang, situated in its 

northwest, three kilometers from the city center. It was 

originally an islet situated in the middle of the river. Later, 

because of the constant deposits of mud and sand, it was 

connected to the mainland. It is noted for its enchanting 

scenery. The temple on the hill is said to have been built in the 

Eastern Jin Dynasty. As the temple is built along the hill with 

one layer above the other, there is a common saying that "the 

temple covers the hill.ò In the mythical tale of Legend of the 

White Snake, the story of the white snake Bai Suzhen took 

place on Jinshan Hill.

Xijin Ancient Street 

 

Xijin Ancient Street, located at the foot of Yuntai Mountain, 

the south of the city, was originally built in the Six Dynasty 

and flourished in the Tang and Song Dynasties. It has been 

awarded the Distinguished Protecton Project of Cultrual 

Heritage of the United Nations. There are a lot of ancient 

relics in the street, such as the lifesaving organization, the 

Guanyin Cave, the Xijin Ancient Ferry, etc. The 

most-protected and oldest stone pagoda of China is 

standing across the street, which is also the key national 

relic protection unit. There are more than 150 shops of 

differet kinds along Xijin Ancient Street. The harmonious 

blends of religion, culture,nature and human fully appear 

here.  

 

The wheel traces on the stone boards show the change of 

long history and tell you the story that happed in the Tang, 

Song, Yuan, Ming and Qing Dynasties. When you come to 

Xijin Ancient Street, you will feel as if you are having a walk 

in a out-door history museum.

Hengshun Vinegar Factory 

 

The smell of vinegar will greet you when you enter into Zhenjiang Hengshun Vinegar Factory. Zhenjiang Hengshun Vinegar 

Factory was founded in the Qing Dynasty (1840), which is the cradle of Chinese vinegar industry. It is also among the list of first 

batch National Intangible Cultural Heritage.  

 

Hengshun vinegar, to be produced, needs more than 40 procedures and takes over 60 days. The production of the Hengshun 

vinegar brings it`s ñcolor, fragrance, acid, alcohol and strengthò, it`s five unique characteristics. Here, you can learn about the 

artistry of making vinegar and witness the birth of this ñacid sauceò.

            Cuisine 

Local food and cuisine 

Zhenjiang cuisine belongs to the Huaiyang cuisine (one of the four cuisines of China). In general, Jiangsu 

cuisine's texture is characterized as soft, but not to the point of mushy or falling apart. Other characters 

include the strict selection of ingredients according to the seasons, emphasis on the matching color and 

shape of each dish and emphasis on using soups to improve flavors. 

 

Dear Friends, if you will be in Zhenjiang, you cannot miss the ñthree fishes, two heads and three strange 

thingsò, which are the most characteristic dishes in Zhenjiang.  

Three fishes represent reeves shad, saury and longsnout catfish; two heads indicate head of chub and 

lion-head meatball with crab roe; three strange things stands for the salted pork in jelly which is not a dish, 

the vinegar that wonôt deteriorate and the pot cover floating in the noodles pot. Are you interested in the 

local food and cuisine of Zhenjiang? 



 

 

 

  

            Transportation 

Zhenjiang is a small city in Jiangsu province but it is very 

convenient for you to get here. As a transportation hub of 

China, Zhenjiang is one of the busiest ports in the nation and is 

connected to Shanghai and Nanjing by the Beijing-Shanghai rail 

route, the Yangtze River and by air. 

1. By Air 

 

There is no airport in Zhenjiang, Visitors have to transfer from 

the nearby cities in Jiangsu province or Shanghai. 

The Lukou International Airport in Nanjing to the west and the 

Changzhou Airport to the east are merely 80 and 50 kilometers 

away from Zhenjiang respectively. 

2. By Train 

Zhenjiang boasts the advantage of spatial transportation by 

railway. The Beijing-Shanghai Railway goes through 

Zhengjiang from west to east. The Beijing-Shanghai High 

Speed Railway cuts across the area. Nearly every train running 

along the Shanghai-Nanjing rail line stops at the Zhenjiang 

Railway Station. There are also trains from Zhenjiang to 

Shanghai, Tianjin, and Wenzhou

Highways and Expressways 

Zhenjiang has a comprehensive road transportation network. The 

Shanghai-Nanjing Expressway and the National Highways 312 and 104 

Highways along the Yangtze River all pass through Zhenjiang. The 

Yangtze River Bridge between Zhenjiang and Yangzhou connects 

Zhenjiang with the northern Jiangsu and other provinces in central 

China. 

There are three long-distance bus stations with regular service to 

Nanjing, Shanghai, Suzhou, and Wuxi. You can easy contact them and 

get the transportation information you want.
